My name is Matthew, in 1995 I had a nervous breakdown, and for the next 13 years I was in and out of psychiatric wards suffering from  

bi-polar disorder. During my many visits to hospital, I felt that God was there helping me, but like many people, I forgot about Him when my 
crisis was over. 

My illness totally wrecked any chance of a ónormal life.ô I would spend much of my time sitting alone in my flat drinking, drifting from day to 
day. Two years ago I was once again heading for a period of extreme mental illness. I was terrified of having to go through this again, and in 
desperation I got on my knees and asked God for help. Once again I felt His peace, but also a sense of being cleansed of many wrong things in 

my life. 
Coincidently, it was Easter Saturday and I turned on the radio, something I rarely did. The radio station was presenting the Christian Easter sto-
ry. As I listened to how Jesus died on the Cross to pay the price for my messed up life, I realised it was true! Over the next few days God led me 
to understand how much He loved me, and that if I was prepared to trust Him, my life would have real meaning and purpose. I started going to 

St. Lukeôs Church and have learned so much from other Christians about faith in God. 
My mental health has improved greatly, and I no longer feel the need to drink alcohol; I have a wonderful girlfriend and many new friends. I 

went on an Alpha course, which helped me to understand the Bible, and this year I helped run another course to encourage others who are scep-

tical about Christianity. Knowing personally that Jesus died so that I might live a life of faith and joy is a miracle that I will always be grateful 

for. Many people today have no real hope or purpose in their lives, if you are one of them, give Jesus the benefit of the doubt and discover, like 

I have, this wonderful truth.
